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Abstract

The Holy Prophet (PBUH) is a good example and a model for all
freedom seekers in the world. On this basis, all existential dimensions
and scientific and practical aspects of his life have been considered.
The Holy Quran was revealed to him. The main question is, from what
other source of revelation did the knowledge of the Holy Prophet
(PBUH) originate? Some consider it to be the result of his ijtihad,
while others consider the origin of the Prophet's knowledge (PBUH)
to be a non-Quranic revelation. This research is based on a
descriptive-analytical method and uses library resources. Given that
the subject is studied in a comparative manner, the scope of the
research is the works and books of interpretation and hadith of Shia
and Sunni. The purpose of this article is to examine non-Quranic
revelation in the sources of the two sects; which is referred to as
Bayani revelation in Shia sources and Sunnah revelation or unread
revelation in Sunni sources. The results of this study are that Muslims
consider the origin of the knowledge of the Holy Prophet (PBUH) to
be Quranic and non-Quranic revelation. Regarding non-Quranic
revelation, Sunni interpretations and hadith sources mainly refer to a
narration, which is known as the Hadith of Arikah. This narration has
also been mentioned in Shiite hadith and exegesis sources. Examining
the sources, chain of custody, and implications of this narration makes
it clear that the origin of the discussion of non-Quranic revelation
regarding the Prophet (PBUH) is common among scholars of both
sects.
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1. Introduction

The blessed existence of the Holy Prophet (PBUH) is a good example
and a model for the freedom seekers of the world. Accordingly, all
aspects of his life have been the focus of scholars. One of the most
important aspects of the Holy Prophet (PBUH) is the scientific aspect
of his existence. It has been proven that the Quran was revealed to him
and his knowledge of the verses of the Quran is a revelation.
However, regarding the hadiths of the Prophet (PBUH), the question
arises as to what is their origin? Did they originate from the Ijtihads of
the Holy Prophet (PBUH) or is it a non-Quranic revelation? In this
study, the views of scholars of both sects and their documentation
regarding this revelation, which is at the same time non-Quranic, of
the Holy Prophet (PBUH) have been examined. Islamic scholars, in
order to raise this question, cite a narration known as the "Hadith of
the Arika" from the words of the Holy Prophet (PBUH) in books on
hadith, commentary and theology. Examining the sources and sources
of transmission of this hadith, as well as examining its chain of
transmission and evidence, and the explanation and interpretation of
this narration by Shia and Sunni scholars on the other hand, reveals
the issue of the origin of the knowledge of the Prophet (PBUH) from
the perspective of both sects. Accordingly, in this study, the focus of
the discussion is on the aforementioned narration. The following
explanation of this narration has been proposed in terms of Sunni
scholars, such as: "Recited Revelation”, "Sunnah Revelation." Shia
scholars have also proposed two terms: "Non-Quranic Revelation™ and
"Declarative Revelation”. All of these terms indicate one fact about
the Prophet (PBUH), and that is that in addition to the Quran, "Non-
Quranic Revelation™ was also continuously revealed to the Prophet
(PBUH). The focus of raising this important issue among scholars of
both sects is the narration known as A4rika, which has been examined
in this study.

Research Question(s)

Apart from the Quran, one of the important questions about the Holy
Prophet (PBUH) is what is the view of the scholars of the sects
regarding the origin of the Prophetic hadiths (PBUH).

The main approach and focus of the present
article is the explanation and analysis of the above narration.
According to the concept of hadith, what exists in the Quran is
"Quranic Revelation" and what is stated in the form of definitive
narrations of the Prophetic revelation is "Non-Quranic Revelation".)

In
this article, (there are numerous narrations in Shia and Sunni books
that are known as hadiths of the revelation of the "Like" and "Similar"
of the Quran; including: "Indeed, the Quran was given and its like
with it" and "The Originality of the Quran and its Analogy." The
content of these narrations is the revelation of the Quran once or
twice, along with the revelation of the Quran itself from God to the
Holy Prophet (PBUH). The evidence and evidence contained in these
narrations and other narrations themselves show that the specific
intention of "Declarative and interpretative revelation™ of "Analogy”
and "Analogy" is closer to the truth and is rather certain, not
"Sunnah."”

3. Methodology

This article has been compiled using a descriptive-analytical method
and library resources. Considering that the subject matter is Sunni
Shia exegetical and hadith sources, the article has been compiled
using them. The sources and sources of hadith have been mentioned
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and the authenticity of the narration has been examined from the
perspective of Sunni scholars.

4. Conclusion

Shia and Sunni scholars consider the origin of the knowledge of the
Holy Prophet (PBUH) to be revelation. Whether it is derived from the
Quran, which they consider being "Quranic Revelation”, or from
"Non-Quranic revelation”, which is reflected in the interpretations of
Sunni scholars with expressions such as: revelation not recited,
revelation of the Sunnah, and used in the interpretations of Shia
scholars with expressions such as "Revelation not related to the
Quran" and "Declarative Revelation.” In any case, all of them indicate
the same truth in the origin of the knowledge of the Prophet (PBUH),
which is the descent of revelation meanings from the verses of the
Quran and other meanings other than the verses of the Quran from
God to the heart of the Prophet (PBUH). The evidence of Islamic
scholars indicates their citation of a narration known as the "Hadith of
the Arika." An examination of the chain of transmission and evidence,
as well as the sources and sources of this narration, makes it clear that
the origin of the discussion of "Non-Quranic Revelation" regarding
the origin of the knowledge of the Prophet (PBUH) is common among
scholars of both sects. The theory of "Revelation of Sunnah” has
appeared in many forms in the works of Sunni scholars of different
periods. They believe that in addition to the Holy Quran, which was
revealed to the Holy Prophet (PBUH), his Sunnah was also revealed to
him by God. They consider the nature of the Prophet's (PBUH) words
to be a revelation, like the Quran. Shia scholars such as Allamah
Tabataba’t also explicitly speak of the honor of the Holy Prophet
(PBUH), which refers to the "Aspect of legislation, that is, what his
Lord revealed to him other than through the Quran.”
