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1. Introduction

One of the designers' concerns is innovation and the possibility of using small motifs
in the design of clothes, which is not possible due to the patchwork available in the
market, and in some cases, it has caused the designer's disappointment and the lack
of use of Balochi embroidery art in the design of non-native clothing. Some sewing
techniques, such as palivar and mirror embroidery, are performed directly on the
main fabric, and some techniques, such as Panuchi'sPorkar, and Chotal, can be
applied by observing the rules of geometry due to their specific geometry. These
techniques are common in Saravan, Irandegan, Iranshahr and Sarhad regions.

2. Literature Review

So far, some researches have been done in relation to the design of clothes and the
art of Balochi embroidery in general, some of which are mentioned below:
Elahelmani and AfsanehGhani in the article "Designing Women's Gowns by the
Design and Color of Qashqai Rugs" (Journal of Woman in Culture Arts, 2022) They
have used Qashqai carpet motifs with the Scamper creative pattern method in the
design of the Majlisi mantle.

GolnazKeshavarz and ShohrehJavadiin the article "Symbolic Abstraction in the
Aesthetics of Baluchistan Art, A Case Study of Baluchi People’s Needlework"
(Bagh-E Nazar, 2019) Symbolic abstraction in the art of Baluchi embroidery has
been considered to include coloring, rhythm and repetition, order and lines and
shapes, which have been common among needlewomen according to the old rules.
Anahitamoghbeli and FatemehShiraliyan in the article "Motifs Used in the Art of
Sistan and Baluchestan (Case Study: Ceramics, Hand-woven, Roudouzi and
Jewelry)" (Scientific Journal of Motaleate-e Tatbiqi-e Honar, 2016) The motifs that
are used in the traditional embroidery of Balochistan are divided into four
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categories: geometric, natural, plant and animal motifs, and then the similarities
between the motifs of needlework, pottery, carpets and ornaments of Sistan and
Baluchistan have been identified.

FaribaGorgij in the article "Examination of original patterns of Baloch needlework"
(The first conference of traditional embroidery of Sistan and Baluchistan, 2016) it
has introduced original motifs with their local names.

SiavashMobaraki and DariushMobaraki in the article "Investigation and analysis of
color and form in the original motifs of Balochistan's prolific needlework" (The first
conference of traditional embroidery of Sistan and Baluchistan, 2016) they have
come to the conclusion that the geometrical, plant and animal motifs in elaborate
stitching are taken from nature.

MarziehGhasemi, SakineKhatoonMahmoodi and SeyyedRasoolMousavi Haji in the
article "Formal Structure of Natural Designs in Baluch Women’s Needlework (With
the Emphasis on Instances from Saravan Township)" (Negareh, 2014), they have
investigated Saravan's needlework motifs.

Zahra Rigi in the book "Baloch Needlework" (KarimKaviani Publishing House,
2013) and SedigehSadeghidokht in the book "Baloch Needlework" (Mashhad Art
Gallery Publishing House, 2016) have taken a general look at Baloch needlework.
According to the conducted research, it can be concluded that there are things such
as the implementation of motifs based on the background fabric, the examination of
the two sewing methods of Taarkesh and Taarshomar in the art of Balochi
embroidery, and the use of Balochi motifs and sewing techniques on suitable fabric
for the design of non-native clothes which has been less favored by researchers.
Therefore, it is necessary to conduct an independent investigation in this regard. The
current research tries to complete the shortcomings observed in previous researches.

3. Methodology

The research method in the current study is descriptive-analytical and it is practical
because the expected conclusion has widened the vision of clothing designers in the
clothing industry. The data collection method is library and field. The statistical
population is 6 samples of clothes in the form of coats and coats, whose decorations
are designed and implemented by the authors of the article. The samples have been
selected in a non-random and purposeful way, which is a collection of stitches from
Sarhad and Makoran, Balochistan. In this research, the focus is on the traditional
implementation of Balochi embroidery art decorations. The samples were separated
based on how the role was performed according to the background fabric, and then
each sample was qualitatively analyzed for performance on modern clothes.

4. Conclusion

In this research, the traditional methods of performing the art of Balochi embroidery
in the design of non-native clothing were investigated. The elegance, beauty and
geometry of the Balochi embroidery art has made this art draw the attention of both
domestic and foreign clothing designers. Therefore, before designing the clothes and
its decorations, there should be an interaction between the designers of the clothes
and the designers of Balochi motifs in order to choose the fabric that is suitable for
this art. In the decoration of non-native clothes, geometric patterns can be
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implemented in two ways: Taarkesh on all fabrics and Taarshomar on fabrics with
regular and coarse texture, on the other hand, abstract motifs can be applied
subjectively and sometimes by stitching around the pattern in a traditional way on
fabrics with fine texture. Also, the techniques that do not need to count the threads
of the fabric, such as mirror embroidery, palivar, merchok, lopok and stitches of this
style can be applied on fabrics with normal texture. Since ancient times, the best
fabrics for this art have been hand-woven fabrics with vegetable and animal fibers
such as cotton and silk, but today, due to the fading of the traditional textile industry,
Gandhi, Taarshomar and Sheshtaari fabrics are used to perform this art. Surveys
showed that Panuchi stitching has the highest percentage of preference among
clothing designers, and this technique is a series of thread stitches that can only be
used on fabrics with a regular square texture so that the geometric proportions of the
motifs are not disturbed during sewing. Therefore, designers can use this technique
in the form of separate pieces that are executed on special fabrics for this work and
then sew the desired piece to the original garment. However, this method is not
acceptable for designers who want the principle of the pattern to be implemented on
the clothing fabric itself. In these cases, the clothing designer should choose the
whole fabric or parts of it from the type of regular woven fabric.
