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Extended Abstract

1. Introduction

Indeed, in the annals of Iranian literature, Ghazal Qalandari has
provided a direct and indirect reflection of the social, political, and
cultural circumstances of his time through fearless expressions of
critical thoughts, employing a form of mental and linguistic imagery.
This specific type of sonnet, through the transgression of intellectual
and linguistic boundaries and by utilizing the blending of common
language symbols and unfamiliarized words and linguistic elements,
has created a symbolic language that effectively communicates
thought, concern, criticism, education, and whatnot. In more precise
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terms, Qalandriyat was developed as a response to the social, political,
and religious conditions of a particular period in the history and
culture of Iran. This form of sonnet serves as a powerful vehicle for
social, political, and cultural critique.

The poet Hommam Tabrizi, who lived in the 7th century, was known
for his impressive sonnets that employed the elements of Qalandari
literature. This study aims to examine the cognitive mappings within
these sonnets by Hommam Tabrizi and analyze these mappings and
the hidden concepts contained within them. Conceptual mappings, a
subset of the discipline known as cognitive and conceptual metaphors,
represent a valuable resource for the analysis of texts, as well as the
worldview of poets and writers. These mappings are rooted within the
domain of cognitive linguistics, forming an integral component of the
broader field of cognitive studies.

Research Questions

1. What is the intended purpose of Hommam Tabrizi's Qalandari
gazal?

2. What cognitive mappings can be identified within Hommam
Tabrizi's Qalandari gazal?

2. Literature Review

While there have been numerous studies on Qalandari literature, only
those that are more closely related to the topic being discussed in this
article will be mentioned below.

According to the research conducted by Akbari and Najafi in 2005,
examining the themes of blame and blame in the mystical poetry of
Attar, Iraqi, and Hafez has led to the conclusion that the fight against
pride and wonder, as well as the consistent struggle against hypocrisy
and deception, are two significant principles of blame. These findings
are closely related to the themes of this article. Shafi'i Kadkani
provided valuable insights into the history of the Qalandariyeh sect in
his book, offering a wealth of information about the group's vision and
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actions. In a research study, Qavami (2010) examined Qalandari
poetry and poets, extending from Sana'i to those of the 8th century.
The author introduces Sana'i and Attar as the most significant
Qalandari poets by examining examples of Qalandari poetry and
stating that Qalandari poetry began with Sana'i.

Taeifi and Shahsavand (2013) investigated the Qalandari in Divan
Atar Nishaburi in a research study and concluded that the Qalandari
of Attar originates from two dimensions, which are personal and
social. The aspect of Qalandriat that reflects the profound spiritual
transformation of the poet possesses an individual and unconscious
dimension, whereas the social aspect of Attar's Qalandriat represents
his critical and pathological view of society, featuring a self-aware
element. In their research, Mahdipour and Mirzayanfar (2013)
examined, analyzed, and compared the themes of reprimand and
calamity in Hafez and Fazuli's ghazals. Similarly, Mahouzi and
Ghasemi (2013) conducted a study on the themes of blame in Attar's
ghazals.

3. Methodology

The research method employed in this article is library-based. The
data analysis method utilized is qualitative. The authors aim to reach
sociological analyses by examining the cognitive mappings of
Qalandari Ghazals by Hammam Tabrizi. Data analysis will also be
conducted through inductive reasoning (from individual parts to the
whole).

4. Results

Hommam Tabrizi was born in the 7th century of Hijri and was a
contemporary of Saadi. In response to the literary and cultural
circumstances of that period, Hommam, like many other poets of that
time, experimented in the realm of mystical lyric writing, particularly
romantic mysticism. Researchers of mystical literature consider the
founder of this type of literary in Persian poetry to be Sana'i Ghaznavi.
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Some of Hommam's mystic sonnets, which are scolding, belong to the
Qalandari category. One of the techniques that can be applied to
review and analyze texts is cognitive and conceptual mappings and
metaphors, which forms a subset of the theory of cognitive linguistics.
By extracting conceptual metaphors, it is possible to examine the
origin and destination maps of a poet's poems.

In this research, the focus is on analyzing and examining the
conceptual mappings and metaphors within the ghazals of Qalandari
Hommam Tabrizi, a 7th-century poet.

The outcome of the research demonstrates that the primary concepts
that have influenced the conceptual mappings and metaphors of
Hommam Tabrizi's Qalandari ghazals are those related to love, the
lover, the beloved, concepts of gambling and randy, concepts
pertaining to wine and inebriation, false strife or asceticism,
hypocrisy, and the antithesis of reason and love. Given Hommam
Tabrizi's inclination towards romantic mysticism, it is possible to
unravel the mappings and metaphors related to the concepts of love,
the lover, and the beloved, and trace the transformation of earthly love
to ideal and heavenly love in his poems according to the literary and
cultural context of the 7th century. Furthermore, the poet employs the
concepts of Qalandari and blame to critique moral, social, cultural,
political, and religious aberrations. By challenging positive concepts
such as asceticism, mosques, and schools while relying on negative
concepts like May, gambling, Rendi, the poet situates the domain of
conceptual mappings within his poems around the axis of Qalandari
and reproachful literature, which is at its core a reactive standpoint.
